There's a chance of snow on
Thursday morning 03.08.23 on
the highest peaks of the Stirling
Range!

A cold front could bring up to
15mm in some parts of southern
WA including inland areas near
Corrigin and Hyden.

Bureau of Meteorology forecaster
Jessica Lingard says there'll be a
cold pool of air behind the front.
"Quite chilly behind that so there
is the chance of snow on the
Stirlings very early on Thursday
morning if you're keen, that's
when it’s going to be coldest," she
says.

Shire Funding Approved for Hall Toilet Upgrade

We thank the Shire of Plantagenet, the Porongurup Hall toilet upgrade support funding was
approved in the 2023-2024 budget at the Shire Council Meeting on 25 July 2023. The Shire
President Chris Pavlovich said the budget comprised $20.6 million of operating expenditure
and $10.2 million of capital expenditure. “We have targeted spending to services and projects
that are important to the community highlighted through engagement and strategic planning,”
Cr Pavlovich said. The PCA and SOP will work towards project planning for the toilet upgrade.
2023-2024 budget highlights:

$3.75 million - stage 1B of the Mount Barker Memorial Swimming Pool redevelopment
$2.43 million - road and drainage projects

$370,000 - infrastructure (parking and public amenities) on Pwakkenbak/Tower Hill
$150,000 - Wilson Park youth recreational precinct

$120,000 - Porongurup Hall ablution facilities upgrade
$108,154 - retumning to the community via community grants

Banksia/Dryandra Kids Workshop

The Friends held this annual workshop on 9 July at Twin Creeks Conservation Reserve with
14 enthusiastic children and 12 supportive guardians. Presented by local Banksia specialist
Kevin Collins and local seed specialist Peter Luscombe, the key differences between banksias
and dryandras were shown using blooms and cones. Grevilleas, hakeas, dryandra and
banksia cones were compared with evolutionary traits. Each being members of the
Proteaceae plant family having many shapes of flowers, cones, habit, leaves and fire survival.
Attendees planted endemic species suitable for this wet sandy site: 40 x B. quercifolia and 35
- B. occidentalis. The children were shown the progress from the 2022 plantings of B. littoralis
which has achieved around 95% success. In spite of the plants being prune-knibbled by
kangaroos, they are getting established. One family, attending their third workshop, walked
across to the location of the 2021 plantings. The B. grandis seedlings were growing well with
only a few losses. A light lunch followed the workshop, enjoyed by attendees and volunteers
from the Friends of the Porongurup. Thanks to Maggie for the workshop report!
